The Caput of the University of Toronto met on June 15, 1978 to
congider the charges that had been filed against you by the Faculty
of Arts and Science and were countained in ny letter to you of May 25,
1978. In accordance with your request, the hearing was held in
cloped session with jusc mewbers and offilcers of the Caput present
throughout, and counsel for and witnesses from the Faculty of Arts
and Scilence in attendance for the presentation of the Faculty's case.

The Caput agread to forward the following statement to the
Governing Council:

"Having heard the evidence relating to the four
charges against Mr. §. s the
Caput unanimously decided that the charges have
been made out, and recommenda to the Governing
Council that the atudent be expelled from the
University, With four members abstaining of
the twelve members present, the Caput decided
to add its recommendation that the case be
glven publicity within the University of Toronto
but without neming the student.”

If the Coverning Council acts on the Caput's recommendation its
decision is final and not open to review.

Thie is to advice you that the Caput of the University of Toronto
will meet on Thursday, June 15, 1978 at 9:00 a.m. in the Solarium ;
{Seminar Room 2), Falconer Hall, 84 Queen's Park Crescent West, Toronto,
for the purpose of enquiring inte and receiving evidence concerning
charges which have been filed against you by the Faculty of Arts and
Science. Tt is alleged that, with intent to deceive and to gain special
consideration, vou falsely represented your medical condition verbally
and/or in writing, and in doing so uttered certain forged documents.
Specifically, you are charged that:

1. In vr about the wouth of Novewber, 1977, you showed Mrs. L. C.
Cook, Associate Registrar, University College, a false
document to wit a medical certificate purporting to be from
Dr. T. Halpern, Toronto, knowing that the said document was
a forgery and intending that it be acted upon as genuine.

2. In or about the month of Mafch, 1978, vou presented Mrs. Cook
with two further false documents to wit a letter purporting
to be from Charles M. Huguley, Jr., M.D. of the Emory
University Clinic in Atlanta, Georgia, and a letter purporting
to. . be from David 5. Gordon, M.D., of the LDepartment of Health,
Fducation, and Welfare, Public Health Service, Centre for
Digease Control also in Atlanta, Georgia, knowing that the
said documents were forgerics end intending . that they should
be used or acted upon as genuine in support of a request by
you for special consideration in yvour academic courses.

3. In or about the month of March, 1978, you presented Professor
W. J. R. Crosby, Instructor in Mathematics 135, with two false
documents to wit a letter purporting te be from Charles M.
Huguley, Jr., M.D., of the Emory University Clinic in Atlanta,
Georgia, and a letter purporting te be from I. Halpern, M.D.,
Toronto, knowing that the said documents were forgeries and
intending that they should be used or acted upon as genuine
in support of a request by you for special consideration in
Mathematics 135.
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4, In or about the months of October, November and December, 1977,
and February and March, 1978, vou informed Mrs. L. C. Cook,
Associate Registrar, University College, Professor M. G.
Finlayson, Registrar, University College, Professor J. B. Jones,
Associate Chairman, Department of Chemistry, Professors Y.
Kotowicz and G. F. Mathewson, instructers in Economics 100,
Professor G. D. Scott, Co-ordinator of Physics 138, and
Professor I. Tallan, team leader in Biology 110, on various and
separate occasions that vou were suffering from mononucleosis
and/or leukaemia, knowing that this information was false but
intending that it be received .or acted upon as true in support
of requests by you for special consideration in the courses in
which you were enrolled during the academic year 1977-78.

This hearing will be held under the authority of The University of
Torento Act 1971, section 9 (1), continuing in force the Caput and its
powers as countalined In The University of Toronto Act 1947, sectlons

79 to 81.

I have been agked by the Caput to invite you to be present at the
above meeting in order that you may have an opportunity to speak to the
charges made against you. You are entitled to be represented at the
hearing by counsel or an agent, to call and examine witnesses and present
your arpguments and submissions and to conduct cross-examinations of
witnesses as reasonably required for a full and fair disclosure of the
facts in relation to which they shall have given evidence. Caput meetings
which dinvolve disciplinary questions are normally held in open session.

If you wish, you may request the Caput that the meeting dealing with vour
case take place in closed session.

If you de not attend at the time and place stated above, the Caput
may proceed in your absence and you will not be entitled to any further
norice in the proceedings. If you have any guestions which you wish tn
ask prior to the meeting, please do not hesitate to contact me at 978-2196.
I should be grateful if you would confirm in writing as soon as possible
your attendance at this meeting, whether you will be represented or
accompanied by counsel, and whether you intend to request that the meeting
be held in open or closed session.
